Enact	no	new	bylaws.		Permit	
applica<ons	would	be	reviewed	
on	a	case-by-case	basis.	

Businesses	could	go	on	any	
buildable	lot.	Town	can	control	
some	opera<onal	impacts	
(similar	to	the	way	liquor	is	
regulated).	Any	condi<ons	would	
be	at	the	discre<on	of	the	Select	
Board	through	the	Special	
Permit	process.		

The	Town	can	allow	some	of	the	8	
allowable	establishment	and	
prohibit	others.	

For	the	allowed	businesses,	we	can	
either	regulate	with	new	bylaws	or	
use	exis<ng	bylaws.	

Those	businesses	not	allowed	must	
be	prohibited.	

All	Marijuana	Establishments	
would	be	prohibited	from	
opera<ng	in	town.	This	is	also	
known	as	“Op<ng	Out.”	

We	are	allowed	to	prohibit	Adult	
Use	businesses	but	not	medicinal	
establishments.		Those	must	be	
allowed.

Establishments.		*These	are	Adult	Use	(recreaQonal)	businesses.	Medicinal	establishments	are	a	separate	category.	

1.  CULTIVATOR	An	en<ty	licensed	to	grow,	process,	package	and	transfer	to	other	MEs	but	not	to	consumers.	Different	<ers	of	licenses	
up	to	a	100,000	square	feet	of	growing	area.	En<ty	may	have	3	licenses.		

2.  CRAFT	COOPERATIVE	A	jointly	owned	and	democra<cally	controlled	Cul<vator	made	of	MassachuseWs	residents	that	abides	by	the	
principles	of	the	Interna<onal	Co-Opera<ve	Alliance.	En<ty	may	have	1	license.		

3.  MANUFACTURER	An	en<ty	authorized	to	obtain,	manufacture,	process,	and	package	marijuana,	deliver	and	transfer	marijuana	and	
marijuana	products	to	other	MEs	but	not	to	consumers.		

4.  RETAILER	An	en<ty	authorized	to	purchase	and	deliver	marijuana	and	marijuana	products	from	MEs,	deliver	and	sell	marijuana	and	
marijuana	products	to	MEs	and	consumers.	Retail	loca<ons	accessible	to	consumers	21	years	of	age	or	older	or	part	of	a	medicinal	
marijuana	program.		

5.  RESEARCH	FACILITY	An	academic	ins<tu<on,	non	profit,	or	domes<c	corpora<on	that	may	cul<vate,	purchase	or	otherwise	acquire	
marijuana	to	conduct	research	regarding	marijuana	and	marijuana	products.		

6.  TESTING	LABORATORY	An	en<ty	that	does	not	hold	any	other	type	of	ME	license	and	is	accredited	to	perform	tests	in	compliance	
with	the	Department	of	Public	Health	protocols	for	tes<ng	marijuana	and	marijuana	products.		

7.  TRANSPORTER	One	of	several	types	of	en<<es	licensed	to	transport	marijuana	or	marijuana	products.	Restric<ons	regarding	holding	
other	licenses	apply.		

8.  MICRO-BUSINESS	A	co-located,	small	scale	marijuana	cul<vator	and/or	product	manufacturer	with	no	more	than	5,000	square	feet	of	
growing	area.	A	majority	of	execu<ves	or	members	must	be	MassachuseWs	residents.
