Minutes of March 16 2009


The meeting was opened at 6:30 pm; all members were present.


The minutes of March 9th were approved as corrected.

 
Mr. Lowman informed the board of a call he received from Mr. Shmulsky of Adsit Crosby Road regarding drainage running off the road onto his property where he has a new well.  It was suggested that the Board should do a site visit with Mr. Gilpatric, Highway Superintendent.  


Mr. Davis informed the Board of a meeting he had attended at the school at 4:30 PM with other School District Selectmen and the school committee to review a possible alternate method of assessment.  He advised that the School Committee will meet Tuesday to vote on the school budget; then after the School District Treasurer certifies the vote it will be forwarded to the Towns for a vote at the Annual Town Meetings.


Ms. Claudette Callahan & Mrs. Irene Dvorchik, Library Trustees appeared before the Board to hold a joint meeting regarding the appointment to fill the vacant Trustee position formally held by Marsha Harvey.  After discussion, a motion was made, seconded and so voted to appoint Mrs. Francine Groener as a Library Trustee until the Annual Election in May.  Mr. Lowman advised that he was pleased and proud of how the library has grown and all that Mrs. O’Brien, Library Director, has done.


Mr. Robert Gilpatric, Highway Superintendent appeared before the Board to review and discuss the Highway Department's FY10 budgets; he noted that most of the budgets were level funded and that most of the increases are due to product increases such as Road Salt, Sand and Diesel fuel.  Mr. Gilpatric also reviewed with the Board plans for capital expenses such as repairs to the grader and the F350 Highway Truck and the purchase of a York rake.  He was advised to obtain prices for the repair of the grader, the F350 truck and the purchase of a York rake.  


The Board reviewed and discussed the matter regarding the repair of a culvert on Norfolk Road.  Mr. Gilpatric advised that it would need to have plates welded to cover pipe fittings that caused the road to develop potholes.  The Board advise that he weld plates from outside and close down one lane at a time.


Mr. Gilpatric advised the Board that Adsit Crosby Road should be done this year and that he would look into having some of the bad corners removed to improve sight lines along the roadway; he also advised that Canaan Southfield Road from the intersection of Hadsell Street should be done up to the Norfolk Road intersection during the summer of 2010.

The Chair advised that the Board should meet early next week in order to look over budgets.  It was decided that the Board would meet at 5:30 pm next week.


Mr. Lowman informed the Board that he received a call from Mr. John Schreiber, Vice President of the Historical Society; Mr. Schreiber is interested in asking the Town to appropriate  $2,500.00 to be matched by the Historical Society to hire a company to inventory and assess costs to for work that would be needed in the New Marlborough Village Cemetery.  He advised that Mr. Schreiber would like to attend a meeting to present the program and will call to schedule a meeting date.

The Chair advised that the Board needed to start thinking about Memorial Day celebrations since the American Legion Post would no longer be able to organize the parade and ceremonies.  

Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:50 PM.
