Minutes of March 30, 2009


The meeting was opened at 6:30 pm; members present Mr. David Lowman and Mr. Charles Loring.


Minutes of previous meeting were waived.

 
 The Board reviewed and discussed a proposed compromise budget for the Southern Berkshire School District; the proposal calls for a 50/50 split of the Statutory and Alternative Methods of Assessment for FY10 and a 75/25 for FY11.  The Board would study the proposal and discuss the matter further next week when the Chairman will be present.

Mr. Scott Farrell, Acting Police Chief appeared before the Board to discuss the intersection of Konkapot and Clayton Mill River Road.  He advised the Board that he believes the intersection is hazardous and would like to request erecting stop sign instead of the present yield sign.  Mr. Farrell also advises that at the top of hill on Clayton Mill River Road near 1175 that there is brush along the roadway that needs to be trimmed back.  Mr. Farrell informed that Board that he has been looking at applying for a "Cop Grant", which would pay a police officer salary up to $32,000.00 a year as long as the position remains for 4 years; if the position ends before the 4 years then the Town would be required to pay back the grant money.  Chief Farrell advised that new battery had to be installed in the cruiser.  The Chief also mentions that he will draft a letter to Chief Walsh for use of the lock up in Great Barrington, he will try to secure the use on a case by case charge rather than a yearly lump sum fee.  Chief Farrell also advised that two citations have been issued regarding the new marihuana law.

Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:25 PM.
