Minutes of May 18, 2009


The meeting was opened at 6:00 pm; all members were present.


The chair welcomes Ms. Tara White to the Board and advises that a reorganization would be in order.

After discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to have Lawrence H. Davis, III be the chair for the upcoming year.  

The minutes of April 27th meeting were approved as corrected.  Ms. White refrained from voting on minutes.


The minutes of May 4th meeting were approved as corrected.  Ms. White refrained from voting on minutes.


Mr. John Sisson appeared before the Board to review and discuss the upcoming Memorial Day parade.


The Board received a letter from Ms. Barrie Stern asking to be consider for appointment to the Technology Committee.  It was suggested that since June 30th was so close that any appointment should be made to end on June 30, 2010 rather than 2009.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to appoint Ms. Barrie Stern to the Technology Committee until June 30, 2010. 

The Board received a letter of resignation from Ms. Dawn Valinaggi as the Town's Grant Writer.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted  to accept, with regrets, the resignation of Dawn Valinaggi effective June 30, 2009.  

Mr. Owen Hoberman appeared before the Board to discuss the fireworks for the 250th celebration. He inquired  if the Town had any colors besides blue and yellow that could be used for the final burst of fireworks.  The Board advised that as far as they know that New Marlborough does not have any official Town Colors.


Ms. White advises that there is a MSPCA grant for Beaver Control Devices in Berkshire County.  It was noted that the Town would have to pay for the maintenance fee for 1 year.  Ms. White will further explore this grant and advise the Board at a later date.

Mr. James Mullen, Chair of the Planning Board, Patricia Hardyman and Ms. Amy Kacala, of Berkshire Regional Planning Commission appeared before the Board to review the upcoming committee workshop.  They advised that the workshop will be held here at the Town Hall on Saturday, May 30th from 9 AM – Noon; there are three parts in the workshop;  presentation, small group (growth) and open house.  Ms. Kacala read through the presentation part of the workshop and updated the Board on the goals of the presentation for Public comments.


Mr. Scott Farrell, Police Chief, appeared before the Board to discuss the town regulations for open container, parking, & marijuana.  He advised that he would like to see the adoption process move forward.  The Board advised that it will be on the agenda for this year.  


Mr. Loring was questioned whether the time clocks are they being used.  He was advised that there is one at the Highway Department which is being used, but  the one at the Town Hall  did not keep accurate time therefore was pulled and was not been replaced.

Ms. White mentioned that the Town does need to get a 911 coordinator.  Also advises that the event held at the New Marlborough Central School for the 250th was well attended and the children had done an excellent job.  It was requested that a letter be sent to the school with a copy to Alan Lombardi.

Mr. Charlie Parton inquired as to the status of Hatchery Road.  The Board advised  that it has  received a report by the engineers, SEA,  regarding Hatchery Road and believe the content is incomplete.  It was suggested that a session with Town Counsel would be in order since there is one outstanding invoice remaining.

Mr. Nathaniel Yohalem inquired as to the status of the School Assessment Lawsuit; was it dropped with or without prejudice?  Board advised that it has been dropped without prejudice. 

Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:45 PM.
