Minutes of June 1, 2009


The meeting was opened at 6:30 pm; all members were present.


The minutes of May 18th meeting were approved as corrected.  


The Board reviewed and discussed the proposed bid the  removal of  debris from the December Ice Storm.  It was suggested that the bid should be shorten and the removed verbiage be placed into the bid specifications.

Ms. White submitted an update regarding contact with MSPCA and the location of Beaver Control Devices and advised that Hotchkiss & Norfolk Road would be the two possible roads for the placement of beaver control devices.

Ms. White presented items that she believed should be considered by the Board as goals for the upcoming year.

The Board reviewed the goals as follows:
1. Reopening of Hatchery Road.

2. Reclaiming and paving of Adsit Crosby Road.
3. Schedule a meeting with the Assessor's Consultant (Kapinos) regarding enhancement factors.

4. Need to appoint members for the School negotiations regarding District School Agreement.

5. Exploring the possibility of reconsidering Town Hall renovations especially pertaining to energy saving.
6. Roadways

a.  Review of what should be done and establishing a priority list.

b.  Review of materials to be used.

c.  Exploring the possibility for additional funding for roads – long range.

d.  Plan to keep good roads good.

7. Review of Emergency Management and updating of CEMP Plan.

Ms. White informed the Board that she had spoken with Mrs. Louise Yohalem regarding the position of grant writer.  She advised that Ms. Yohalem had given her some good guidelines; Ms. White as already checked with other towns and most do not have a grant writer on staff; another possible option is to hire a grant writer for a specific grant and pay by the hour.


Mr. Owen Hoberman & Mr. Alan Lombardi appeared before the Board to review and discuss the fireworks for the 250th Anniversary Celebration and parking for the event.  Mr. Lombardi also advised that the presentation of the flag that the Board had promised to attend is scheduled for June 16th at 11:00 AM at the State House in Boston.


Mr. Peter Scala, Fire Chief appeared before the Board to question the FEMA money that the Town had  received and question why the Fire Department had not received the funds for the use of the Fire Trucks.  It was noted that no invoices had been submitted for expenses.  Ms White will contact MEMA and DOR regarding the matter.
