Minutes of June 15, 2009


The meeting was opened at 6:30 pm; all members were present.


Mr. Scott Farrell, Acting Police Chief appeared before the Board to review and discuss the matter of the One Day Beer and Wine License that was issued to the 250th Anniversary Committee for the celebration on June 13th.  Mr. Farrell advised the Board under CMR 204.440 no one in Massachusetts is entitled to free beer or wine and there is a limit of two drinks at a time; but that one drink can be included in the price of a ticket.  He advised that he was also concerned since the Committee had purchased the beer from a retailer rather than a wholesaler it was also a violation of the Alcoholic CMR's and MGL's.  Mr. Lombardi advised the Board that the Committee had no intent to violate any laws and that it was a innocent misunderstanding of the requirements.  It was noted by the Board that one day license are very limited in the Town of New Marlborough but that it was obvious now that a list of written requirements and obligations by license holders would need to be formatted so as to insure that this issue is not  repeated.  The Board  acknowledged that it appeared that it was an unfortunate series of events and thanked Mr. Lombardi for his efforts.  The Board will take this under advisement and discuss the issue with Town Counsel.


The minutes of June 8th meeting were approved as corrected.  


Mr. Davis informed the Board that he had discussed the matter regarding of repairing the riverbank and the removal of the tree stump from the Umpachene River off the Canaan Southfield Road with Mr. Randy Leonard.  Mr. Leonard thinks that the hourly rate would be best for rip rapping and stone work.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to have Mt. Everett Landscaping haul stone, repair the riverbank with riprap to protect the roadway and to remove the stump out of the river.

After a review and discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to appoint Ms. Patricia Hardyman as an alternate delegate for the Berkshire Regional Planning Commission. 

Mr. Alan Lombardi, Chair of the 250th Anniversary Committee appeared before the Board to present  proclamations and letters that the Town of New Marlborough received for its 250th Anniversary.  After some discussion it was decided that the  items would be framed and put on public display at the town library and then the Board would discuss latter as to their permanent safekeeping.

Mr. Loring expressed thanks to Mr. Lombardi and committee members for all of their hard work.  Mr. Lombardi received a around of applause.


Mr. Nathaniel Yohalem appeared before the Board to propose that the Historical Society be able to lease the great hall.  Mr. Yohalem believes that there will need to be improvements and that there could be a possibility of receiving grants by the Society to make these improvements.  The Board advised that it would be open to further discussion regarding this matter.


Mr. Peter Scala, Fire Chief presented the Board with a letter for their review.


Mr. Davis stated that he had been in contact with Mr. Gilpatic and the rake was ordered today and the reimbursement forms were completed and would be mailed.  If all goes well Mr. Gilpatic will be on light duty by the end of the week.


Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:15 PM.
