Minutes of June 22, 2009


The meeting was opened at 6:30 pm; all members were present.


The minutes of June 15th meeting were approved as prepared.  


The Board reviewed and discussed the issue of Old Cook Road being on the discontinued list for maintenance.  Records from the Regional County need to be reviewed to see if there is any document on Old Cook Road.


Ms. White informed the Board that she has spoken with Town Counsel in regards to SEA contract; Mr. Pollard did find the documents contenting the contract but they do not show the changes the prior Town Counsel recommend, so he will draft a letter to SEA asking for the information.  A side note to remind Counsel of the issues with Springfield Mack and Litchfield Ford.


Mr. Scott Farrell, Acting Police Chief appeared before the Board to discuss the issue of the bike riders.  Mr. Farrell presented the Board with a letter of interest from Mr. Andy Carlson for the position of a Part Time Officer.  Mr. Farrell questions the status of the public hearings for open containers, marijuana, and parking.  The Board will set up hearings for July 13th and 27th at 7:00 PM.  Mr. Farrell also was inquiring about 4 cb radios that are not in great condition and could possible get $100.00 for them.


Mr. Loring was questioning the FEMA money and Ms. White said that a letter should be sent to the Town from FEMA stating the Mass General Law or FEMA Law to provide the money to the fire department and police department.  A letter has already been sent to the legal division of Mass Department of Revenue for their decision on this matter.

Mr. Fred Fehn appeared before the Board to state that 2 lawyers should be coming representing the Berkshire Hatchery Foundation.


Ms. White presented the Board with a list of suggestions for roadwork.

1.  Concentrate on one road at a time and complete all maintenance that needs to be taken care of.  This could include the following:  cutting and trimming branches, cleaning culverts, patching all pot holes, and replacing/repairs to culverts.
2. Decisions to fix roadways that are non-emergency are looked at in terms of cost of short term repair verse the long term repair.

3. Consider a service contract with one or more construction companies so there is a repair that needs to be done immediately; they are able to come and do so.

4. Line painting.  Main roads Route 57, 183, & 272.

5. Crack sealing – determine areas and cost.  Or Oil and stone.


The Board discussed the many road concerns/problems that need to be address.


Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:55 PM.
