Minutes of August 19, 2009


The meeting was opened at 5:30 pm; all members were present.


The Board received a letter of compliant regarding Route 57 by the Sandisfield/New Marlborough line that involves a small section of the road.  The Board would like their assistant to response back to Ms. Rita Kasky and let her know that they will work on the problem.


The Board reviewed and discussed the Wiring Inspector and Assistant.  It was suggested to  them both to attend a  meeting to discuss their issues.  Mr. Skorput should have a list from the previous meeting that the inspector said that they would work on.


The Board will hold appointing the Accounting Officer at this time, so they can follow up with a review.


The Board reviewed and discussed the reappointment of Fire Chief, Scala.  Ms. White advised that   the resignation should just be accepted.  Mr. Loring advised that the Board should have another mediation session as promised.  The Board was noted that a letter Mr. Scala said he would do had not been received..  Ms. White states that this situation is causing a rift in town and isn’t going away.  Mr. Davis advised that the Berkshire Record has called him regarding the matter and would like his comment; Mr. Davis advised that he had asked them to hold off on putting off anything in this week’s paper.  Ms. White thought that there was no feed back from Mr. Scala in the mediation session when Mr. Jams McGarry was present.  Mr. Loring states that the fire department should be told how to handle doing grants so that it is clear to them.  Mr. White said that Mr. Carmody had called her about a call he received from the State Fire Marshall's Office who would like to set up a meeting with Mr. Scala,  Mr. Carmody and himself.  Mr. Loring would like to see the Board honor their promise to have another work meeting with Mr. Scala.  It was decided that the Board will honor their promise and have a work meeting with Mr. Scala this Friday, August 21st at 5 PM.

The Board reviewed and discussed the storm debris work project that will be done with FEMA money.


The Board reviewed and discussed their goals for the year.  Mr. Davis advised that he is not gotten far yet with Mass Highway regarding Hatchery Road; Mass Highway advised that since they were not involved at the beginning of this project; they cannot assist now.  The Board will check their records to clarify this.  The Board then reviewed and discussed the list of road projects that need to be done which includes upper Sisson Hill and at the intersection of Mill River Great Barrington, Route 57 by Sandisfield line, Norfolk Road  by Friedman’s, and Clayton Mill River – embankment issue.  The Board would like the easements followed up and ready so that the work may begin soon after the equipment bid is accepted.

Ms. White also would like to start looking for contractors for the winter plowing and if possible have the contractors be bonded.


The Board reviewed and discussed the Transfer Station fee and stated that the fee is $80.00 for property owners only and deductions are not allowed. 

Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 6:51 PM.
