Minutes of October 5 2009


The meeting was opened at 6:30 pm; all members were present.


The meeting minutes of September 28th were accepted as corrected.


The Board reviewed and discussed the five (5) Highway Material Bids received.  It was suggested that the Board should redo the Bid so that all bids received are all the same since it appeared that the bids, as submitted,  were too confusing.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted in the best interest of the Town to reject the bids and redo the bid with written specifications and with a formal bid sheet.

Each employee must sign the last page of the pamphlet, complete a on-line training and print out the test result and give both to the Town Clerk.

The Board received notice that Rescue One is back into service at this time.  The problem seems to have been a blown head gasket and it seems to have had an engine issue.


The Board reviewed and discussed with the Highway Superintendent, Peter Marks regarding  the condition of highway vehicles at this time.  The Board reviewed and discussed the project for Clayton Mill River Road retention wall repair.  The Board advised the Highway Superintendent that it would like to receive a quote from Hal Crine for the possible paving on Cagney Hill Road. 

Mr. Charles Parton had a question on behalf of Mr. Richard Stebbins regarding a cheese/wine event to be held after the 250th carriage ride on Sunday, October 11th.  Mr. Parton states that Mr. Stebbins would like to have in writing that it is fine to host this event.  The Board suggests that the letter come from the Police Department since they have already spoken with the State and have the details.

Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:20 PM.
