A motion was made, seconded accept the bid from H. W. Crine Construction to accept his bid of $79.50 per hour with a licensed operator for a power box (paver) and $78.50 per hour with operator for a 3 ton vibrating Roller.

Mr. Scott Farrell, Acting Police Chief appeared before the Board to discuss the joint meeting scheduled for Tuesday, October 20th with representatives of the Southfield Store and abutters regarding parking in the area of the store .  The Board suggests to Mr. Farrell that he just meet with Mr. Platt and abutters regarding parking at the Southfield Store then if there is any problem that cannot be resolved it can then be brought before the Board.   Mr. Farrell advises that he has a surplus of radios that are not being used and would like to loan them out.  The Board suggests that Mr. Farrell submit a surplus equipment list for disposal.


A Special Permit hearing for Camp Wawa Segowea located on Foley Hill Road to construct a Welcome Center/Dining Hall/Shower/Bath House and twelve (12) new camper cabins, under section 3.4.1.5 of the Protective Bylaws, was opened at 6:45 pm.  Mr. Norm Button, Maintenance Supervisor, advised that the camp is located on Foley Hill Road with a total of 500 acres.  Mr. Button gave an over view of the camp history and also stated that the camp would like to reopen and have 100 to 150 campers instead of 40 -50 that the camp has hosted in the past.  He also presented a map of the proposed new construction and answered all questions by the Board and general public.  Being that there was no objections given a motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve under Section 3.4.1.5 the Special Permit for the construction of the welcome center, dining hall, shower/bath house and 10 camper cabins with the provision that all permits are obtained for the public water and septic system.  A roll count was called for and received as follows: Lawrence H. Davis III - yes; Charles M. Loring III- yes; Tara B. White - yes.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to close the hearing at 8:10 pm. 
Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 8:12 PM.
