Minutes of November 30, 2009


The meeting was opened at 6:30 pm; all members were present.


The meeting minutes of November 23rd were accepted with corrections. 

It was noted that a motion that had passed was missing from the minutes regarding the bid received for a snow plow that was not for sale and had been left with the other surplus equipment by mistake also the Board had rejected the bids for the Sidewinder as being too low and not in the best interest of the Town.

The Board reviewed and discussed a curb cut application for Mr. Jack McLean of Mill River Great Barrington Road.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve the curb cut requested subject to the attachment of plans and contingent upon the Highway Superintendent's final approval.

The Board reviewed and discussed the Traffic Detail Policy with Acting Police Chief, Scott Farrell.  Chief  Farrell will rewrite and make changes before he resubmits for the Boards for further consideration.


A motion was made, seconded and so voted to appoint Mr. Graham Frank as a Part Time Police Officer for a term ending June 30, 2010.  

The Board requested that a memo be sent out to all departments to remind them to submit approved minutes of their meetings to the Town Clerk and also to the Webmaster for inclusion on the website.

The Board reviewed and discussed the matter of Solid Waste Transfer Station Bid package.

The Board reviewed and discussed the matter of disposing of unused portable radios in the Police Department.  It was decided that the Highway Department would be contacted to see if they could use any and if there are any left the Chief can submit a list of radios with serial to be declared surplus.

Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:30 PM.
