Minutes of March 8, 2010

The meeting was opened at 6:30 PM; all members were present.


The minutes of March 1st meeting were accepted as corrected.

The Board discussed and reviewed their earlier meeting with engineers regarding Hatchery Road.  After discussion on the matter a motion was made, seconded and so voted to appoint Berkshire Engineering Inc. to do the Hatchery Road Project.  

Mr. Robert Litchfield, Mr. Joseph Krejci, & Mr. Edward Harvey appeared before the Board to discuss the process of putting out to bid for a new ambulance.  They were advised that Town Counsel had been sent the bid proposal they submitted for his review and approval as to form and were waiting for his reply.

Mr. Tim Newman appeared before the Board to request that an article be placed on the Annual Town Warrant to allow for an inter-municipal agreement through the Board of Selectmen, pursuant to Chapter 40, Section 4A, in regards to establishing regional broadband services.  It was noted that an article already appears authorizing the Board to sign inter-municipal agreements.  Mr. Newman stated that he believed the article should still appear since it was what other towns are doing.  The Board will forward this request to Town Counsel for review and as to form before approving the placement of this article on the warrant.

The Board reviewed and discussed the Highway Superintendent's plan to repair a section of the Clayton Mill River Road where the pavement had deteriorated to the point of not being fixable.  He purposed that the remaining pavement be stripped off, sent to be mixed with gravel, reapplied to the roadway and eventually be repaved during the reconstruction with the Strap funds.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve of the plans using Town Highway Funds.


Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:35 PM.
