Minutes of July 26, 2010

The meeting was opened at 6:30 PM; members present were Charles Loring & Tara White.

The meeting minutes of June 28th were accepted as corrected.


The meeting minutes of July 12th were accepted as corrected.


The Board discussed meeting with Insurance vendors to review insurance coverage for Town buildings, equipment and personnel. The Board would like to meet with the vendors from MIIA and Wheeler and Taylor on August 9th at 5:00 & 5:30 PM.

Owen Hoberman of the Cultural Council appeared before the Board to seek permission to install an electrical line to run across New Marlborough Monterey Road for the PA system to be used for Elihu Burnitt Day.  He advised that the New Marlborough Village Association and the Cultural Council will pay for installation and any fees associated with this project.  The Board advised that it did not have any problems with the project and gave them the permission to proceed.

The Board briefly reviewed and discussed the Hazard Mitigation Plan that Emergency Management Director Barbara Marchione & Berkshire Regional Planning Commission are working on.  It was noted that both were unable to attend this week's meeting and will be rescheduled to its next meeting. 


The Board reviewed and discussed a request from the Town Treasurer for signatures of approval for a rollover bank note in the amount of $500,000.00 at 1.1 % interest for one month.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to authorize the issuing of a note to Union Bank, in anticipation of revenue, in the amount of $500,000.00 for a term of 30 days. 

The Board reviewed, discussed and signed the agreement contracts for paving on Clayton Mill River Road to Tri-Town Paving, Inc and to Williams Paving, Inc. for paving on the Norfolk and Cagney Hill Roads.


It was noted that Chairman Loring deserved a thank you for his work in getting the bill reduced from Tyler Equipment.


Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:10 PM.
