Minutes of September 20, 2010

The meeting was opened at 6:30 PM; all members were present.

The meeting minutes of September 13th were accepted as corrected.


The Board inquires if there was any update regarding Hatchery Road with NRCS.  It was noted that a reply to the Board's query had not been returned.

The Board reviewed and discussed a letter from Jay Moses regarding a beaver problem; Mr. Moses requested that the Town help pay for trapping the beavers.  The Board would refer the matter over to the Board of Health and send a reply letter to Mr. Moses.

The Board reviewed and discussed old grant accounts with balances that are still on the books.  It was felt that more research needed to be done before they are closed.


Tara White informed the Board that John Schreiber has been in contact with the Cemetery Commissioners.


Marsha Psheninshny, Assessor appeared before the Board at their request to inquire as to the status on the questions they had written to the Assessors' Consultant Paul Kapinos last fall?  Mrs. Pshenishny advised that Mr. Kapinos is still working on the answers to the questions.  The Board inquired on the progress on setting of a tax rate.  Mrs. Pshenishny advised that it should be done on time.


The Board discussed the motor bike tour that went through Town last weekend.  It was noted that the only incident was regarding the Police Department having to advise a citizen that the route was on a public way and they could not block access.

Thomas Carmody, Building Inspector appeared before the Board to discuss whether or not building permits contain a location for the disposal of construction debris.  Mr. Carmody advised that the building permit form contain a statement signed by the applicant stating that construction debris is disposed off in a lawful manner, but he does not police it.


The Board returned to the matter of fees for the disposal of construction debris at the Transfer Station.   A motion was made, seconded and so voted that effective November 1st the fees for a small truck load will be $20.00 and a large truck load will be $40.00.

The Board reviewed and discussed the outside lighting at the Highway Department.  It was noted that most of the outside lights are not working, even though the Town has already had them replaced.
