Minutes of November 8, 2010

The meeting was opened at 6:30 PM; all members were present.

The meeting minutes of November 1st were accepted as corrected.

The Board reviewed and discussed a memo regarding the progress of completing the re-cap for FY 11.  It was noted that in a review of the Balance Sheet by DOR the figures submitted by the Accounting Office did not agree with the figures the DOR have.  It was requested that the Accounting Officer arrange for a meeting with the DOR, it was requested that a joint meeting be setup, by the Accounting Officer, to be attended by DOR, Auditor, Accounting Officer and Assessors as soon as possible to resolve the matter.


Mr. Herbert Abelow, School Committee Member appeared before the Board asking if they had any questions/comments regarding the memo he sent the Board by email.  It was noted that email was in the Mail folder and had been reviewed by each member.  

The Board reviewed and discussed having a Special Town Meeting with articles to amend Southern Berkshire Regional School District Agreement and to transfer $5,000.00 from the Perpetual Care Fund to New Marlborough Village Cemetery Preservation Fund for the purpose of restoring gravestones.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted that a Special Town Meeting would be held on Monday, December 6th at 7:00 p.m. with  an  informational meeting, to discuss the amended School Agreement, at 6:00 p.m. and that the warrant would contain two articles one for the school agreement and one for the transfer of Perpetual Care Funds.  It was noted that the warrant needed be ready for signature on Monday, November 15th to meet posting requirements.  

The Board reviewed and discussed the estimates of the placing of three additional Beaver Deceivers in Town.  Concern was expressed that by the placing of the devices at every area the beavers could pose a problem was promoting a larger population of beavers and increasing the

 maintenance costs and that the Board should be looking more into controlling the growth of the beaver population.

The Board reviewed and discussed putting up an outdoor posting board to comply with the new Open Meeting Law.  It was suggested that cost estimates first needed to be obtained before a decision could be made.  

It was suggested that due to a discussion earlier with the Highway Superintendent regarding a review of a new employee in the Highway Department a motion would be in order.   A motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve an increase of the hourly rate for highway employee Patrick Vincent from $16.00 hour to $17.00 an hour starting November 15th.
Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:05 PM.
