Minutes of November 15, 2010

The meeting was opened at 6:30 PM; all members were present.

The meeting minutes of November 8th were accepted as prepared.

The Board reviewed and discussed the letter requesting the transfer of an agriculture preservation restriction on Brewer Branch Road from the Berkshire Natural Resource Council to the State Agriculture of 146 acres.  The Board will take the matter under consideration until the next meeting on November 22nd.


Mr. Hebert Abelow, Chairman of the School Committee, appeared before the Board to present highlights of the proposed amendments to the reinstatement of the Regional School Agreement especially regarding Article #3.  Mr. Abelow advised that article #3 pertaining to the closure of local schools appears to be where the main concern exists. He also advised that he has requested that the Business Manager, Bruce Turner, forward to the Board the financial changes due to the new agreement.


Charlie Parton questioned as to the status of the recap.  Tara White advised that she had spoken to DOR and was told that the recap progress may continue even though there is a difference in the deficit amounts between the Assessors and Accounting for FY10.  The Board advised that once the classification hearing, scheduled for next Monday, is held and DOR approves the new values the recap can be completed and a tax rate set. 

It was noted that the Board would hold a work meeting with Police Chief Scott Farrell to review his proposals for the mission of the Police Department and FY12 budget after the adjournment of this meeting.

Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:00 PM.
