Minutes of November 29, 2010

The meeting was opened at 6:30 PM; all members were present.

The meeting minutes of November 22th were accepted as amended.

Mr. Davis advises the Board that there is an issue with parking up at the New Marlborough Central School.  The Highway Superintendent and the Police Chief have viewed the site.  Both agree that the parking on the side of road is not wide enough and is a safety issue, so the highway department is recommending making the area deeper by moving back the split rail fence, cutting out the lawn and bringing in gravel. This should correct the problem of vehicles being parked out in the road.  All Board members agreed to the action.


Mr. Loring advises that he has been in contact with an engineering company regarding construction of cell towers in the Town of New Marlborough.  Mr. Loring also advises that he has reviewed town owned property as possible sites and there are no lots with that are easily accessible.  

Owen Hoberman questions as to the status of the tax rate for FY11.  The Board advises that a tax rate should be submitted to DOR for review later this week and that final approval should be within 10 to 12 days after being submitted.
Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 6:50 PM.
