
Conservation Commission – February 23, 2013  
 
Members present were co-chairs Mr. John Weinstein & Mr. Ned Wilson by conference call. 
 
Meeting was called to order at 10:13AM. 
 
Minutes of December 27th, 2012 were approved as prepared. 
 
Minutes of January, 2013 were approved as amended. 
 
Commission members discussed letter that they received from Mr. J. Edward Odegaard 
regarding a drainage swale and fire pond on The Buggy Whip Factory LLC property.  Mr. Wilson 
stated that he has spoken with Mr. Al Thorpe of Accord Engineering and Mr. Mark Stinson of 
DEP and that a wetland scientist is needed to view the site to determine whether the pond is an 
intermittent or perennial stream.  Mr. Thorpe is supposed to be in contact with Mr. Odegaard 
and inform him of what is need to be done. 
 
Commission members also discussed the Lake Buel project from the information that was sent 
from the Town of Monterey.  It was noted that the district only cleaned to the Hartsville Mill 
River bridge on Adsit Crosby Road. 
 
Ms. Gail Ceresia, Wetland Scientist appeared before the Commission with a certificate of 
compliance request for Jay Levinson of Peter Menaker Road.  Original Notice of Intent was filed 
in 2005 and order of conditions amended in 2007.  Ms. Ceresia gave an overview of project 
work that was requested to be completed:  to remove shrubs and trees within 100’ Buffer Zone 
of a bordering vegetated wetland (bvw) and within the bvw of Lake Buel.  Commission will do a 
site visit with Ms. Ceresia either March 2nd or 9th.  
 
The commission reviewed the mail: 
a. Mr. Odegaard – letter & map regarding fire pond and swale. 
b. Special Permit – Spring Line Design LLP (owner of property D. McShane). 
c. Mass Congress of Lake & Pond Associations Inc – Newsletter.

e. Forest Cutting Plan – extension – Berkshire Natural Resources – Stump Road. 
f. Forest Cutting Plan – J. Bickford – Canaan Valley Road. 
g. UMass Extension – Keystone training – 4/11/13 – 4/14/13. 
h. Lake Buel District – packet of information on what was accomplished so far with money 

that the Town of New Marlborough gave to the district.
